Race traffic will be on Lake Placid PD Channel on the police
radios. Citizen radios will be pre-programmed to be on Channel 21.

Civilians are to be on post by 7:00 AM. Civilians who are issued the small citizen's radios should follow
the following procedure. 1) Do not tamper with the radio's settings or try to turn the radio off. You may
place the channel on another channel and not be able to change it back. 2) If you or a participant need
help use the radio to call for command - Example "Post 21 to Command”.  3) Use your post number to
call because police will know exactly where your are by the post number. 4) If the range is bad keep
calling and another post may relay your signal. 5) Do not use the radio unless you need to. 6.) If a citizen
is rude to you or disobeys your instruction to stop, try to get a license plate number and report extreme
cases via the radio to police. 7) Command will be also be available at a cell telephone number to be
furnished.
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
